CRISIS RESPONSE





Durham Special Needs Allocation Program-Durham





Eligibility Criteria


Adults, 18 and older, with intellectual disabilities


Primary residence is within Durham Region and individuals would be accessing services within Durham 


Must be in crisis (significant safety issues, requires additional supports to be maintained) or in transition 


Must complete and submit an application through a Ministry Funded member of the DSNAP Committee
